Ha is in Mumbai again, after nearly two months in the
north following the death of his elder brother. His mother is
out of the hospital and at home now. The most difficult thing
for Ha while there was that his family and neighbors are all
putting pressure on Ha to recant his faith in Christ and return
to Islam. In addition, there is pressure for him to take up his
elder brother's responsibility in Bahrain, running the family
business. His response to all of that? "Fa and | are returning
to Mumbai as soon as the 40 day remembrance is finished."

1. Please pray for Ha's faith to be increased under this
additional pressure and persecution.

2. Ha has been out of Mumbai for some time; first, with
his faithful Mbb brother, Naj, who was beaten as the result of
his faith while he recovered in the hospital and then immedi-
ately after the tragic death of his brother. Now he is headed
back to Mumbai with no job. Please pray that God will lead
him to just the right job to sustain he and Fa, that will allow
him time to invest in his Mbb brothers as well.

Mohammad is still in Mumbai and is looking for a new job,
too. He and Far are making plans to open a small provision
store (grocery) so that they can earn a little more income and
give Far something to do, people to meet so that she isn't so
lonely. Please pray for Mohammad to find work that will allow
him time to spend with the Mbbs and which will provide ade-
quately for he and Far.
